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The Reliability of Fictitious Narration
—Analysis of Narrative Rhetoric the Story of Xu San-guan Selling His Blood

Abstract: This thesis tries to analyze the novel of Yu-hua, the Story of Xu San-guan Selling His
Blood, using rthetorical theory of narration. In the change of the distance of voice between the author’ s and
the character’ s it is found that the author hides himself from the text and changes his feelings to the char-
acter, which is the motive force of the story. By analyzing the historical narration of the story, it is found
that the historical narration has become the basis of the fiction, and it is further searched the undertext of
the story through the ideology. Both the distance of voice and the historical narration give the guarantee of

fictitious narration of methods and meanings.
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
